Child of a
Portuguese father

and Bavarian mother, he showed misical
aplibude at an early age. At 10, he was
studying violin and harmony, soon learn-
ing to play several wind instruments as
wiell. Ak13, his father caught wind of his
secrt plans bo join a cincws band in town,
and immediately marched Sousa down o
the Marines recruitment office and signed
him up as an apprentice musician on trom-
bone. He played with the Marine Band,
and later, at age 25, was appointed leader
of the same band, a position be held for a
dogen years before setting out to organize
his own band. The Sousa Band became
famous throughout America and Europe,
He was the first to bring the classics--
Verdi, Wagner, NMuccini—be a burgeoning
American middle class.

Along with his ability to organize and
conduct supert musicians, Sousa devel-
oped a distnet flair for writing marches.
He instinctively knew how o composs fior
band instruments, and his style, full of
bouncing thythms, brilliant instrumenta-
tion, and catchy funes, eamed for him the
narme of "The March King.” His output
was extranrdinary, with hundrads of corm-
positions, including some comic operas as
wall as orchestral works. A man of tremen-

dous energy, he confinued his extensive
tours almost bo the time of his death, His
passing ended an era of military and
marching band music which had bacome a
positivie foree in American music at the
turn of the century.
