By using standard instruments in unigque
wavs, such as nsing full choirs (or Gmilies)
of instruments and adding more bass instru-
manits, he creabed new tone colors. He
began adding ko those tonal colors by intro-
ducing piana, harp, vibraphone, exotic dina-
