ML EICIM\E THEEIUGH THE
CENTURIES:

GUSTAY HOLST
{1674-1934)
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Who amiomg us concert
bamd enthiisiasts las ot
enjoved both the 1=t and
2rd Suites for Military
Band? And who could mot
become a Holst fan after
experiencing either a band or symphonic
arrangement of The Mlanets? Have you also
enjoved The Moorside Suite, originally writ-
ben for brass band?

All these compositions and more were the
work of Guskay Holst, Altheugh he is prima-
rily thought of as an orchestral composer,
with s most global fame attached fo the sue-
cess of The lanets, he wrote many pieces for
bareds and choirs, and even a few operas and
ballets. He was a renowned teacher, and if
mitse was needed for his school Jasses, he
had no problem deing arrangements of
Christmas carols or hvmn bures, [8is sald that
he believad it is the duty of a composer to
Fulfill practical nesds, and he would devede
as much time to a song for voice or violin as
be wonild b a full-scale choral symphony.

Gustay was largely self taught as a composer,
despite early training at the Roval College of
Music, He learned by experience and by pon-
dering deeply on his art. He avoided Preco-
cedved systems and academic theory. He was
-mml-a.nﬂ'p experimenting and wﬂhhlﬂf fior
the right nates, the right sound.

“IF nobady Tkes your work, vou have o go
on for the sake of the work,” he said, “and

yoare i e danger of leting the public
make vou repeat yourselt.” Holst's personal-
ity could be characterized as being a combi-
natiom of opposing contrasts, He was friend-
Iy, gregarions, plly and rambunctions, bt
he was also solitary, aloof and remote, He
was a prachical realist, but also & dreamer
and visionary. He had a strong logical clarity

complex contrapuntal forms; and he had an
irrational, romantic creativity in his soul.
Thi=e amm:atwfhj!: perscmality are ampli-
fiad in his body of music
His tather, a piano devotee, was determined
o make him a great planist. Unfortunately,
Gustav =nffered from a cramping condition
called nevritis that affected his hands, pre-
venting him from becoming a piane virto-
oao. Early in his caresr he plaved the trom-
bome and worked in various orchestras. This
experience was useful e lim as a composer,
It allowed him to understand the orchestra
fromm within. In his mind's ear, he always
heard the orchestration of a work before
compasing ik
Some of his musical inspirations wene from
Wagmes, Mendelschnn, Gredg and Hayden.
Inspiration also came from his life experi-
ences, Hindu philosephies and other reli-
gious doctrines, He actually learned Sanskrit
i order b translate inte English some of the
most important Hindu Scriphures, the Kig
Weda, and set them into groups of hymns
Astrology was a passion of his, casting horo-
seopes for s friends. It led him o write The
Planets, His musical inspiration came from
being immersed in life. He could be simply
walking down the street and be suddenly
catgtht up in a mood that weuld stimuolate
him to begin work on a new composition.
