HENREY FILLMORE
| 1881-1056 )
Henry Fillmore is probably best
krewn boday for his marches (g
Arericans We, The Fomfifer, Mo af

and arvanged more band music

a famboyant character and u=ed
many peeudonyms to author his works, He
was Harold Benmett for easy band music and
a5 publisher of instructional beoks For young
musicians. You may have started out on one
of the Bennett Band Books, For medium
grade music he often used the names Will
Huff and Al Haves, For the mime difficult
repertaite, he was Gus Beans, Ray Hall, Harry
Hartley and Henrietta Hall {he was a staunch
supporter of female musicans). As Harry

Hartley he arranged several overtures for the
[W Pepper Compamy, 2 majpor source of band
msic even today, [Fis estimated that he
wirode 250 original compositions and
arranged T30 others.

As Wil Huff, Fillmore ram indo seme frou-
bla. It murms out that there was a real Will
Hunff amed b weas o band music composer
whe owned his own music-publishing howuse
in Cineirnati, Evertually the real Huff amd
the fake Huff got together, resulting in the
formation of the Fillmoere Publishing Co,

Henry had a musical background. His
father was a partner in a Religious Music
publishing house, Heary was a contributor to
the music published there. He started out
singing in the church choir, played the piane
amed mastered the flute, violin and puitar, The
trombone was to be his instrument, however,
even though his father thought it b be a vul-
gar instrument. The rombone was not the
miced popular of instruments at this fime, and
his father asseciated it with street comer
misiciames and “the demon m,”

Knowwn as the "Father of the Trembone
Smear,” the sliding sound that is unique o
the instrument, he wrobe many trombone-
Featured pieces, The most
familiar of these would be
[ aezies Tromboore, The infh-
| ene of these pieces carried
| over into circus music and
Cowm acks. The Circas? Yes,
After leavimg home in 1905
b marry Mabel May Jomes,
and extic dancer, Fillmore
{arvd his mew wike) pained
emplovment with the Lemon
Brothers Cirous,

After thie Cireus vears, hie
settled back into publishing, but his royalbes
wiere s low that he reeded to teach and per-
form im several bands and erchestras. He also
plaved semi-professienal foothall in
Cincinnati with the team that eventually
became the Cindnnati Bengals of the ML
After gaining some conducting skills, he led
thie Svrian Temphe Shrine Band for 5 vears

Finally, in 1927, he organized his own

Fillmore Band, the last in a leng line of great
profeasional bareds in America, like the Souss
Band and the Gilmore Band, With this band
e weertt b the heart of the America people. [t
was more than concertsit was entertainment!
He had the abiliky be excite and move his
andiences. He waved the Hag and made Am-
eficana more aware of their heritage. Called
“Showman Supreme,” he would tum toward
s audiernce be conduct the band finishing
numbsers, giving him the epportunity to dem-
onstrate how musch e enjoyed their pres-
ence, Other American Bandmasters adopted
miany of his corducting characterisbics

After moving to Flomida in 1938 for health
reasens, Fillmere became a patron of high
school and college music. There he assisted
in the develepment of 32 high scheol band
programs. His will states that all the royalties
fromm the Fillmere Brothers music catalog go
to the Liniversity of Miami Band, Today that
camptis has the Fillmore Hall and the
Fillmore Museum at the school of music
