MUSICIAMS THROUGH THE CENTURIES:

PREMIER CORNETIST,
HERBERT L. CLARKE
(1867-1945)

Herbert Lincoln Clarke, was comsidered o be
thwr greatest cormebist of his time, Thise of
youl whe have studied the mampet or comet
are probably Bmiliar with at lest one of his
several study methods that are skl in use
boclay, Hie was nok ust & virtuose comet play-
er. He was a talented composer and arranger
for bands, an accomplished violinist, and a
distinguizhed band comductor,

Born in Woburn, Massachusetts, he moved
with his Eamily to Teronte in 1880, Coming
from & musical Family, he showed an inferest
in mnsic early in his life. He himself said in
his autobiography, Flote T Becare o Cornebist,
that it was growing up "in a musical environ-
ment that plaved a lange part in bamimg me
be the musically artistic as a life profession.”

I the sprimg of 1881 he attended a comcert
of The American Band of Providemce. Kl at
ther Hirticuilbioral Pavilion in Toronts whens
he heard Bowen K. Church play a cormet
soli, Later, Clarke was to rememiber this
event as the most significant of his child-
oo Hie taught himself fo play the commet,
using his brother Edwin's instrument. At
aboart the samie time bae joined the Toronto
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Phalharmonic Orchestra as a violinest, The
cormet had captured his heart, however, and
i1 TR82 hoe joired thie Queen's Oien Bifles
band as the Last chair of a 12-man comet sec-
fiom in order o obtain a movernmant-isoe
instrument on which b practice,

After High School (1884) his career, with
micdest beginmings, began to take off when in
1887 b joined the Citizen's Band of Toromto
&= cormet seloist. He made a name for himsslf
amed im thwe spring of 1852 bwe left Canada after
successfully auditioning for the Gilmore
Band, Then in 1593 he joined Sousa’s Band
briefly as a comiet seloist. Then spent 3 years
phxmgmth ather bands before returming te
Sopsa’s Band in 1598

This tims bz staved with Sousa‘s Band, and
later became Sou=a’s assistant director, oon-
ducting: the band in many recording sessions,
He resigmed from Sousa’s band in September
of 1917 snd metarned to Canada fo lead the
Anglo-Canadian Leather Company Band in
Hurmtawillie, Omtario from 1915 be 1923, Under
Clarke's leadership, this band became one of
thie mist celebrated commierdal bands i
Iorth America.

In 1953, bie mowved e Lomgr Beach,
California and comducted the Long Beach
Mumicipal Band wrdil 19493 In April of 1954,
he was elacted President of the American
Bandmasters Assocation, He died in fanuary
1945 and his ashes vwere inberved at the
Congressional Cemetery in Washington,
[nC, mear the gravesite of Joho Phillip Sousa.
His papers and memorabilia are held at the
Herbert L. Clarke Library at the University of
[lireeds st Lirbana-Champagne,

In the course ¢f his musical careser, he
recorded maost of his own selo cormet compe-
sifioms, ather comet solos, and conducted
sousa’s Band and the American Band of
Providence im over 200 recordings. Several of
his recordings were reissued on Criystal
Records disc 5450 around 1579,
