EMIL MOLLENHAUER
(1855-1927)

: Mollenhauer was concertmaster for three
% seasons, after which he became conduc-
i tor for the next 22 years.

Stewart had also begun to manage

1 the Germania Band (aka the Boston
: Municipal Band, Boston Band-from 1904,



Stewart’s Boston Concert Band and
Stewart's Military Band). In 1889,
Mollenhauer led the Germania band,
which played hundreds of performances
from coast to coast. Herbert L. Clarke
(Sousa’s cornet soloist) and Ernest
Williams were members of the band. The
Germania Band played in the famous
Willow Grove Concerts in Philadelphia
in 1911, the year when neither Sousa or
Victor Herbert's organizations appeared.

Mollenhauers musical talents and
learning were indisputable, and he
inspired admiration in the musicians he
trained. However, his lack of social
graces and interests other than music
meant that he often came into conflict
with collea and superiors.

Nonetheless, Emil succeeded in
becoming orchestra and choral condue-
tor of several societies, including the
Handel and Haydn Society, which he
reorganized and revitalized after a i:-en
od of musical decline, the Apollo Club
(men'’s chorus) in Boston and choral soci-
eties in Brookline, Lynn, Salem and

Newburyport. In 1904, he conducted the
BSO at the St. Louis Exposition and the
San Francisco Exposition in 1915.

Mollenhauer died in 1927. Of all his
ancomfg]ishments, he is best known for
his difficult transcriptions of orchestral
music, which have only been mastered
by the most experienced of musicians.
